If you are visiting in the Kumamoto area, I believe Mount Aso is a must see. Currently, there is a no entry
zone surrounding the area near the crater. However, you can enjoy a range of outdoor activities from hiking

to horse-riding and because the area is near a volcano there are many hot springs you can enjoy.
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
