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International Exchange Students from Kyoto Prefecture (As Of September 2013)
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In 2013, 141 students enrolled in Kyoto Prefectural high schools studied abroad for a period of up to three months on
short-term exchange programmes, including 55 students in Australia, 44 in the UK, 19 in the US, and 18 in Canada. In
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addition, 10 students from Kyoto Prefectural high schools studied abroad for a period longer than three months on long-
term exchange programmes. The number of students who studied abroad on both short- and long-term programmes

increased from the previous year.
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Gender composition of teachers (Teachers as of May 1st 2012, and their ages as of May 31st 2013)
