Inrecent years, natural disasters have occurred more frequently, and with the increasing risk of damage, deterioration and
dissipation of cultural properties that have not been registered, further bold measures are necessary. In order to promptly
profect these valuable cultural assets, the Kyoto Prefectural Board of Education established Japan's first "tentative registered
cultural property" system in Fiscal Year 2017. This unique system expands the coverage of cultural property protection and
assists in the programs of restoration, preservation and disaster preparedness for these properties.
